To minimize the length of the cable filler after the
cut, the cable should be pushed against the
housing.

NOTE

Do not attempt to cut wires or any other object
except for cable filler material in the cable filler
shear.
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6. REPLACING THE CABLE JACKET STRIPPING
BLADE (Figure 6)

DY\\(J3: @ Care should be taken while handling the cable

jacket stripping blade, as it can be very sharp.

1. To remove the old blade, loosen the blade
holding screw and remove the blade through the
cable jacket stripping cavity.

2. Place the new blade through the cable jacket
stripping cavity into the position of the old blade.

3. Replace the blade holding screw.

NOTE For best performance, the stripping blade should
be placed as far as possible toward the wire hook
